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Policy Statement and Rationale:
The Coloured Crosswalk Policy is constructed to support and facilitate the installation of coloured crosswalks in the City of Kawartha Lakes. It directly aligns with the City of Kawartha Lakes Public Art Policy which recognizes that design in public places enriches the quality of life of its citizens adding cultural, social and economic value to our shared public spaces.
Scope:
The City of Kawartha Lakes’ standard for crosswalks is white durable pavement markings. This policy establishes the criteria for the implementation of coloured crosswalks when requested by community groups and organizations.
Implementation of this policy will be coordinated by the Economic Development Officer – Arts and Culture
Definitions:
Border The area adjoining the outer edge of the sidewalk.
City, City of Kawartha Lakes or Kawartha Lakes means The Corporation of the City of Kawartha Lakes and its entire geographic area.
Crosswalk Any portion of a roadway, at an intersection or elsewhere, distinctly indicated for pedestrian crossing by appropriate pavement markings and/or signs, or by the projections of the lateral lines of the sidewalk on opposite sides of the road.
Road The entire right-of-way comprising a common or public thoroughfare, including a highway, street, bridge and any other structure incidental thereto.
Policy:
1.1 Individuals requesting coloured pavement markings on behalf of an organization must have the full support of the organization.
1.2 The coloured portion of the crosswalk will be applied to the longitudinal lines of the ladder crosswalk.
1.3 The markings should be configured so that a pedestrian’s first step is onto asphalt.
1.4 Coloured lateral pavement markings are not permitted.
1.5 The markings should provide a visual contrast and be reflective as per the requirements of the Ontario Traffic Manual.
1.6 Only durable slip-resistant pavement marking materials shall be used.
1.7 No markings representing commercial, religious or political organizations shall be permitted.
1.8 No markings of a group or organization whose undertakings or philosophy are contrary to City of Kawartha Lakes policies or by-laws, or espouse hatred, violence or racism shall be permitted.
1.9 The markings should celebrate our culture, history and events.
1.10 The markings should be maintained to address safety needs but also for the enjoyment of future generations.
1.11 Installation of the pavement marking is on a first-come first-served basis.


1.12 The requestor is responsible for the installation cost as outlined below:

1.13	The requestor is responsible for the cost difference between white and coloured durable pavement markings when maintenance of the crosswalk is required. Failure to share in the maintenance cost will result in the replacement of the coloured crosswalk with white pavement marking.
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
